CAT AND MOUSE PICTURE BOOKS

(Cat and Mouse in the same book)

All in One Hour by Susan Stevens Crummel. Illustrated by Dorothy Donohue. Cavendish, 2003. 0761451293. 32 p. Pre-K. In this cumulative rhyming story, a cat runs after a mouse in the middle of the night, giving rise to a more complicated chase. Colorful art and clever sequencing make this a terrific book for storytime.

Big Squeak, Little Squeak by Robert Kraus. Orchard, 1996. 0531087743. 32 p. K-3.

Two mice, who are tired of watching TV and eating cheese curls, venture into a cheese shop and encounter the villainous cat Mr. Kit Kat who is determined to capture them.  The action-packed, amusing illustrations make this an exciting melodrama. 

Cat and Mouse: A Delicious Tale by Jiwon Oh. HarperCollins, 2003. 0060527447. 32p.  K-3.  A cookbook makes Cat think about what a delicious meal Mouse would make, but she dismisses the idea because he is such a good friend. This surreal story is intriguing, but may be unsettling to some children.

Cat and Mouse in the Night by Tomasz Bogacki. Farrar, Straus, & Giroux, 1998. 0374311900. 32 p. Pre-K. Cat and Mouse are afraid when they find themselves alone in a pasture after dark, but a friendly owl tells them to climb a tree and to enjoy the evening. Others in the series are Cat and Mouse in the Rain and Cat and Mouse in the Snow.

Chato’s Kitchen by Gary Soto. Penguin Group (USA) (Putnam), 1995. 0399226583. 32 p. K-3. In his Los Angeles barrio home, the cat Chato extends a dinner invitation to some mice. 

Farmer Smart’s Fat Cat by James Sage and Russell Ayto. Chronicle Books, 2002. 0811835022. 32 p. K-3. When hordes of mice invade their cornfields, Farmer Boast and Farmer Bluster build elaborate traps. Farmer Smart comes up with a simple solution—a fat cat.

Mabela the Clever by Margaret Read MacDonald. Albert Whitman, 2001. 0807549029. 32 p.  K-3. This African folktale is about a mouse who knows to pay close attention. All the other mice follow the cat, but Mabela avoids being tricked by the cat and rescues the other mice. Repetition and a chant make this story good for participation.

Scaredy Mouse by Alan MacDonald. Illustrated by Tim Warnes. Tiger Tales, 2002. 1589250184. Pre-K. Squeak is very afraid of the ginger cat, but the lure of chocolate cake brings him out of his hole. 

Three Little Kittens by Lorianne Siomades. Boyds Mills Press, 2003. 1563978458. 24p. Pre-K. The classic nursery rhyme about three kittens and some mice that steal the pie is illustrated with large, vibrant images.
