Brian and Bob, two guinea pigs that live in a pet store, are best friends until a boy adopts Brian as his pet, leaving Bob alone. The guinea pigs are reunited after Bob is adopted by a family member of Brian’s owner. 

Felix Feels Better by Rosemary Wells. Candlewick Press, 2000. 0763606391. 32 p. Pre-K. Tells the story of Felix, a guinea pig who gets sick and has to be taken to Doctor Duck.

Felix and the Worrier by Rosemary Wells. Candlewick Press, 2003. 076361405X. 40 p. 

Pre-K. The Worrier visits Felix night after night, reminding him of what could go wrong the next day until the night that a special birthday present changes everything. 

Guinea Pigs by Elvig Hansen. Carolrhoda, 1992. 0876146817. 48 p. NON-FICTION.
Describes the physical characteristics, habitat, and life cycle of the guinea pig.

NON-FICTION. A simple introduction to choosing and caring for guinea pigs.

John Willy and Freddy McGee by Holly Meade. Cavendish, 1998. 0761450335. 32 p. Pre-K. Two guinea pigs escape from their safe but boring cage and have fun in the tunnels of the family’s pool table until the family cat begins batting the balls into the pockets. 

Little Whistle by Cynthia Rylant. Illustrated by Tim Bowers. Harcourt, 2001. 0152010874. 32 p. Pre-K. A small guinea pig, who lives in a toy store, has adventures with the toys at night. Other titles in series are Little Whistle’s Christmas and Little Whistle’s Dinner Party.

Love and Roast Chicken: A Trickster Tale from the Andes Mountains by Barbara Knutson. Lerner Publishing Group, 2004.1575056577. 40 p. K-3. In this folktale from the Andes, a clever guinea pig repeatedly outsmarts the fox that wants to eat him for dinner. 

Patches Lost and Found by Steven Kroll. Illustrated by Barry Gott. Winslow Press, 2001. 1890817538. 40 p. K-3. When Jenny loses her pet guinea pig she draws and writes about losing and finding him. Cartoon-like graphics of the scenes and characters make this book very appealing.

Pig Enough by Janie Bynum. Harcourt, 2003. 0152165827. 40 p. K-3. Willie is not a pig. He is a guinea pig. Nevertheless, he decides to join the Pig Scouts, despite the teasing and taunting that he gets from the pigs. When he and the bully Peyton are trapped in a cave, it is Willie who saves the day.
