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7.2 General Demarc

7.2.1. Demarc Definition

The word “demarc” is short for “demarcation point”.  Years ago, the FCC issued an
order that requires BellSouth to provide each customer with a demarcation point; a
handoff or separation point where BellSouth’s outside wiring facilities end, and the
customer’s premises wiring (“inside wiring”) begins. This demarc can be outside your
building, or, at your request, inside your building. Options for placement of this demarc
inside your building follow, with a diagram on the next page.

O Standard Entrance: This demarc must be placed within 12 inches of where
BellSouth’s outside wire enters your building. The entry point is also called
— the “minimum point of penetration”.

[0 A designated Telco Equipment Room. If you have provided a Telco
Equipment Room, defined as an enclosed space with walls and a door to be
used primarily for telecommunications services, the room may be considered
the most practicable point of demarcation for all of your WAN circuits and
telephone lines, if so requested.

0 Single Building, with Multiple Floors: If a customer requests multiple
demarcs, a maximum of one demarc can be established per floor, located
within 12 inches of the facilities entry point for that floor (or as close as
practicable). If the library does not have a demarc on each floor today,
conduit or raceways may need to be installed first, which could delay the due
date for new services.

BELLSOUTH DEMARC
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NTW (Network Terminating Wire), is the wiring
between the building's entrance and the demarc.
The demarc is normally a maximum of 12 inches
away from the building’s entrance point.

Your demarc might be located in a cleaning or hall
closet, or might be in plain view on the library wall.
If you have a designated Telephone Equipment
Room or multiple floors, the NTW wiring may be
longer. NTW wiring, between the building entrance
and the network interface/demarc is not considered
an “inside wiring extension”.

If a school has multiple floors, you can request one
demarc point on each floor. It will be installed
within 12" of that floor’s facilities entry point,

or as close as practicable.

Example Demarc Implementation

If your router is in a separate building from
your demarc, you will need to provide buried
conduit or raceways between the buildings.
A BellSouth Engineer can tell you where to
place your conduit.

* Alternatively, the School may ask their own contractor to extend this wiring ahead of time.
To avoid delay and aggravation, please have these wiring extensions in place five business
days prior to the scheduled installation date of a new WAN circuit or Bundled Router.

7.3 Bundled E-Rate WAN and NetVPN Bundled Services

Following is a list of general requirements needed to support the installation of

BellSouth’s bundled E-Rate WAN and NetVPN bundled services. As part of the
standard bundle, BellSouth provides the customer with the use of various types of routers
and other equipment (BellSouth or its suppliers retain ownership of the equipment in
order to comply with the E-Rate eligibility rules).

1. PHONE LINE for each ROUTER MODEM: While BellSouth provides the required routers, and
the external analog modems used for out of band management, the customer is required to provide

a dedicated phone line at the E-Rate WAN Router to allow BellSouth remote access to the
Equipment for purposes of maintenance and problem isolation and resolution. This phone line
should be in place and wiring extended to the router room at least one week prior to the
installation date of your router. The school that is served by an Independent Telco will need to
order a line from that Telco. Schools in BellSouth territory may order a line from BellSouth.

2. WAN CIRCUIT wiring extension to the router: The WAN circuit for your E-Rate WAN or Net
VPN router must be terminated within six feet of the router location. Sometimes this requires an
“inside wire extension” unless your router is going to be located in the same room as your existing
telco demarc. If you do not already have wiring for a circuit from your demarc to your router,
please be certain to request a wiring extension when you place your order. NOTE: Fiber-based
services like MetroEthernet or Frame Relay DS3/subrate DS3 have special requirements. See
“Customer Requirements for Fiber-based services”.

3. SPACE, ACCESS, POWER: Customer must provide a suitable installation space and operating
environment, as well as access, and electrical and communications connections as specified by
BellSouth. Equipment racks, floor space and/or plywood backboards may be required depending
on the specific installation. If service is required during failure of commercial AC power, the
school may wish to provide a backup power source such as an emergency generated and/or
uninterrupted power supply (UPS/Batter Backup).

4. LAN connection from bundled router to customer’s hub or switch: Bundled Services are managed
up to the LAN port on the bundled router. The school must provide and manage the LAN
connection between the router and the school’s LAN switch or hub.

7.2 General Demarc

7.2.1. Demarc Definition

The word “demarc” is short for “demarcation point”.  Years ago, the FCC issued an
order that requires BellSouth to provide each customer with a demarcation point; a
handoff or separation point where BellSouth’s outside wiring facilities end, and the
customer’s premises wiring (“inside wiring”) begins. This demarc can be outside your
building, or, at your request, inside your building. Options for placement of this demarc
inside your building follow, with a diagram on the next page.

O Standard Entrance: This demarc must be placed within 12 inches of where
BellSouth’s outside wire enters your building. The entry point is also called
— the “minimum point of penetration”.

O A designated Telco Equipment Room. If you have provided a Telco
Equipment Room, defined as an enclosed space with walls and a door to be
used primarily for telecommunications services, the room may be considered
the most practicable point of demarcation for all of your WAN circuits and
telephone lines, if so requested.

O Single Building, with Multiple Floors: If a customer requests multiple
demarcs, a maximum of one demarc can be established per floor, located
within 12 inches of the facilities entry point for that floor (or as close as
practicable). If the library does not have a demarc on each floor today,
conduit or raceways may need to be installed first, which could delay the due
date for new services.

7.3 Bundled E-Rate WAN and NetVPN Bundled Services

Following is a list of general requirements needed to support the installation of
BellSouth’s bundled E-Rate WAN and NetVPN bundled services. As part of the
standard bundle, BellSouth provides the customer with the use of various types of routers
and other equipment (BellSouth or its suppliers retain ownership of the equipment in

PHONE LINE for each ROUTER MODEM: While BellSouth provides the required routers, and

The school that is served by an Independent Telco will need to
order a line from that Telco. Schools in BellSouth territory may order a line from BellSouth.

2. WAN CIRCUIT wiring extension to the router: The WAN circuit for your E-Rate WAN or Net
VPN router must be terminated within six feet of the router location. Sometimes this requires an
“inside wire extension” unless your router is going to be located in the same room as your existing
telco demarc. If you do not already have wiring for a circuit from your demarc to your router,
please be certain to request a wiring extension when you place your order. NOTE: Fiber-based
services like MetroEthernet or Frame Relay DS3/subrate DS3 have special requirements. See
“Customer Requirements for Fiber-based services”.

3. SPACE. ACCESS. POWER: Customer must provide a suitable installation space and operating
environment, as well as access, and electrical and communications connections as specified by
BellSouth. Equipment racks, floor space and/or plywood backboards may be required depending
on the specific installation. If service is required during failure of commercial AC power, the
school may wish to provide a backup power source such as an emergency generated and/or
uninterrupted power supply (UPS/Batter Backup).

4. LAN connection from bundled router to customer’s hub or switch: Bundled Services are managed
up to the LAN port on the bundled router. The school must provide and manage the LAN
connection  between the router and the school’s LAN switch or hub.
