Louisiana Young Readers’ Choice Program 2010
10 Year Anniversary
The Louisiana Young Readers’ Choice Program is a reading enrichment program of the Louisiana Center for the Book, a department within the State Library of Louisiana.  The program is underwritten by Perma-Bound Books. Students in grades 3-5 and in grades 6-8 are encouraged to read from lists of 15 titles and vote for their favorite.  This year we are celebrating our 10th anniversary. The program’s founder, Gale Criswell, began promoting the first LYRC list in 1999.  Over the last ten years the program has grown in participation and recognition, from 5,485 votes the first year to over 19,000 this year.  We are expanding the program to include a High School list, which will have its first award winner in 2012.  We look forward to many more years of Louisiana Young Readers’ Choice.

Timeline
Students may read or listen to the books on the 2010 ballot at any time throughout the year.  They must read or listen to at least 3 books to be eligible to vote.  Librarians and teachers may have the students read and vote at any time during the year and may send the tally of their students’ votes to the State Library.  The deadline for submitting votes is February 1, 2010.  Titles on the 2011 ballot will be announced August of 2009.
