SUMMARY: In Dolley Madison Saves George Washington, First Lady Dolley Madison is confronted by the British storming the President’s Mansion during the War of 1812.  She is forced to flee, but not before she has the portrait of George Washington removed from the house.  The damage to the mansion during the war forced the walls to be painted white, thus inspiring the title, “The White House,” and Dolley’s insistence on saving the painting allows for it to still be on display today.

3) Dolley Madison tried to get help from other women in town, but was turned away.  Why was this?  Did the women have a right to be angry with her?
4)  After Washington was ransacked, Dolley returned to find a lot of destruction.  How did she feel?  How would you feel if you returned home and everything you knew was destroyed?
5)  Dolley Madison has been called “one of the bravest soldiers in the war.”  Is this true?
