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ANNOTATION: 

Roxie gets picked on by some bullies but, with the help of her uncle’s survival manual, she does not panic. She does, however, end up in a dumpster with them and sent off to a deserted island where she must outsmart them and two robbers who are also there.

CLASSROOM CONNECTIONS: 

1. What does survival mean?

2. What would you do if you were stranded on a deserted island?

3. What does it feel like to be bullied?

4. What is the best way to avoid being bullied?

5. How does Roxie deal with her bullies?

Activities:

1. You are stranded on a deserted island like Robinson Crusoe. What do you do to eat, drink, sleep and get off the island? How would you do it? Write a brief essay explaining what you would do.
