He boards the train, and as he reads about redwood trees and learns just how old they are, he becomes so involved that he doesn’t notice either the dinosaurs out the window or the Romans sitting next to him. (Show 2 book pictures)  When he walks out of the subway, he finds himself in the middle of a redwood forest. (Show book picture) He is able to learning all sorts of interesting things about the huge trees. He even discovers himself wearing climber’s gear and a harness; he launches a rope high overhead, climbs a tree, and observes wildlife within the branches. (Show book picture)  Unfortunately, reality returns him to the skyscrapers of the big city where he notices the time and takes off, leaving the book behind.

Is the adventure over?  Is that the end of the story?  Read Redwoods, and discover that learning about nature can be pure joy!
